Working process

-- student's own CLEAR handwritten or printed 




vocabulary booklet should contain: 






English word/phrase on the left; Hungarian 





equivalent on the right. Phonetic 






transcription - optional but very useful

Oral vocabulary test
-- individually (exam fashion) and IN TWO WAYS: Eng -> Hu + Hu -> Eng





-- PRONUNCIATION - of an accepted variety 





of English is the norm. Pay special 






attention to names, foreign loan words, 





etc. One 'knows' a word if one knows how 





to pronounce it and how to use it in 






context





-- it is MARKED - pass level: 60%
