OT-ANG-272 - Introduction to ELT - Autumn  2017.  Course Description.
Aims: 
· To provide an introductory overview of the world of English Teaching, especially but not exclusively in the Hungarian context, focussing on the people involved, the resources and opportunities available and the basic principles that underlie various approaches. 
· To prepare participants for later courses on ELT Methodology and on Classroom-based Observation and Research

· not a methodology course but a basic introduction to various aspects of EFL teaching and learning, including different fundamental approaches. Not “the right way” but “available ways”!
· overlaps with other courses are likely – not a bad thing, but we will try to focus on EFL!
Topic Areas:
1.  The Learner (2 weeks)
· history of participants’ own language learning, (successful language learner)

· motivation, confidence, positive and negative attitudes
· criteria of a good language learner & good language-learning groups
· different age/level groups, scenarios (one-to one, small-group)

Assignment: “Myself as a language learner”

2. The Teacher (2-3 weeks)
· personal constructs (repertory grids with past teachers)

· teacher qualities 

· teacher development, early stages, problems and difficulties 
Assignment: “My best and worst language teachers”

3. Basic TEFL principles and related methods. (3-4 weeks)
· The “big three”: Grammar Translation Approach, Audiolingual Approach, Communicative Language Teaching

· Variants on CLT:  Total Physical Response, Suggestopedia, Counselling Language Learning

· Aims and objectives – types of syllabus, learner-centredness

· IT in language learning

4. Classrooms 
Find checklist of difference btw language and other classrooms Not sure about this … if it’s just about physical space, furniture, equipment etc. then ok, but don’t we need to differentiate between languages and other school subjects? Maybe right at the beginning, where we mark out our (non-kazi) territory?
5. Resources (2 weeks)
· Visiting the ELT section of a Budapest bookshop, identifying the overall range and arrangement of ELT materials
· Focussed investigation (using worksheet) of materials aimed at a particular age/interest group.

Assignment: Focussed report based on worksheet.

Seminar work will include
· Input by the tutor
· Videos of classroom activities etc.

· Guided reflection on participants’ own experience

· Small-group sharing and discussion

Evaluation
A course grade will be given at the end of the semester, based on participation/contribution during seminars, tasks and assignments
