SUBJECT AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

Aims

One of the main aims of this course is to further develop participants’ language competence so that they can be confident users of the language in a communicative classroom. The other main aim is to work on the language needs required for on-going professional development. 
Objectives
In line with the above, by the end of the course participants will …
- gain in confidence and competence needed for setting up and managing various classroom activities,
- become better at making English the language of communication in the classroom,
- improve their presentation and story-telling skills needed in the classroom, 
- have a range of strategies for giving feedback to students’ oral and written work,
- become more precise and expressive at describing learners and what goes on in the classroom,
- build on the skills needed to engage in professional discussions with colleagues,
- become better at giving presentations at professional events,
- learn how to write a CV and other text forms needed for scholarships, study and job applications,
- become better at understanding professional literature,
- improve their professional writing skills, e.g. know how to write a reference letter for a student.

The main content areas / tasks will include a selection of the following:
- Classroom Language
- Correcting and giving feedback on written work
- Responding to student contributions in the classroom
- Describing students, describing groups
- Writing a review of an article 
- Writing a professional CV and a cover letter / student reference
- Writing a motivation letter
- Presenting a topic in a professional context 

- Setting-up an activity (instructions, staging etc.)

- Reflective writing

Methodology

This is an interaction-based course with various written and oral tasks and plenty of opportunities for group discussion.  

ASSESSMENT REQUIREMENTS

Students are required to attend regularly, and participate fully in discussions and activities. They will be asked to give a mini presentation, and submit a number of written assignments. They should prepare thoroughly for all classes. All assignments must be completed in order for assessment to be carried out.

Presentation 

Aim: to learn how to present a reflective summary of an ELT article in a confident manner to an audience of fellow-professionals fluently and in a well-structured way by using appropriate language

· Your presentation should be based on an ELT article

· Length: approximately 10 ms

· Structure: introduction, body, summary, reflection (reflect on what you’ve learnt from the article as a language learner and as a {future} teacher; you may wish to express justified criticism, etc.)

· When delivering your presentation

- try to capture the attention of your audience
- keep eye-contact

- speak up

- use your notes but do not read them out

· Use visuals, handouts, Powerpoint if necessary
