Course Description:
This course will focus on language development through discussion and presentation about global issues with heavy attention paid to the social and foreign policy issues facing the United States.  Students will need to familiarize themselves with these issues through readings and group work.

- These presentations will also be required to feature a class discussion component.  Please be sure to add discussion questions to these presentations to foster said discussion
(Date of presentation will be determined in class and all topics must be approved by me) – 60%
-In-class participation - 10%
-End of Term - Final Exam - 30%

Final Course Grades: 
All of the above will need to be completed and not more than three missed classes for the following grades to be assigned.
