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Speech and Writing Course
Final Paper

Description: In order to complete the Speech and Writing course of the preparatory year, students are required to write a final academic essay proving that they have mastered the skills and knowledge needed for the composition of a quality student paper. The paper must be submitted in either electronic or printed format, typed or handwritten. 

Requirements for the final course paper:
Deadline: 12th December 2012; late papers will not be accepted
Title: The Difficulties and the Upsides of University Life
Length: about 2-3 pages (3 pages are preferred if the essay is handwritten); if the essay is 2 pages long, those should be two full pages
Essay type: Argumentative/Comparative essay → Compare the negative and positive aspects of university life as seen from a student’s point of view; list reasons, arguments or external support (from articles) to support your points; Your opinion will not affect your final grade, but your writing style (the way you present your opinion) will be marked.
Essay structure: the contents of the final paper are supposed to be built upon a proper essay structure (introduction, body paragraphs, conclusion). 
Format: MLA Style (try to follow the style even if you use handwriting); Typed Font: Times New Roman 12 pt, page double-spaced; 1 inch margin on each side
Extra task: If you want firm support for your ideas, you may try to include 3 external sources (articles, interviews or other essays) to your paper. If you decide to do so, make sure you use proper citations and add a ‘Works Cited’ page as well. The ‘Works Cited’ page does not count into the 3-page length of the essay.
