Below is a sample of items from the 8 January test with the expected answers. 

Direct method (L1)
A way of teaching language involving absolute monolingualism and conversation technique, with practical, topic-based syllabus and no formal grammar, developed at the end of 19th century by Berlitz, etc.

Unconditional positive regard (L3)
One of the key qualities of a facilitator according to Carl Rogers. It means having an attitude of prizing the learner, accepting her, believing that he or she is fundementally trustworthy. (The other two qualities are genuineness and empathy)

What makes a good achievement test? (L7)

advance preparation – teacher can raise awareness of test-taking strategies, lower anxiety, help students prepare for tests


face validity – the students feel that the test measures what it is supposed to measure


the principle of authenticity – the language used in the test is natural, authentic and provides a familiar context


washback effect – the effect the corrected test has on the learners

Authenticity (L8)

in the CLIL context means building on students’ existing ‘knowledge of the world’, connecting learning content subjects (art, history, science etc.) and students’ own lives, and using current materials from the media and other sources.
Which areas stood in the focus of the fast-track programme in Year 1, Year 2 and Year 3, respectively? (L10-11)

Year 1 concentrated on language improvement, Year 2 on methodology whereas Year 3 on school practice.

What are the rationale and primary aims of the year of intensive foreign-language instruction (NYEK)? (L10-11)

NYEK accelerates the process of foreign-language learning for secondary students (preferably in two languages), develops a positive attitude towards the target culture and paves the way for life-long learning. An overarching aim is to promote upward mobility for disadvantaged students.
