OT-ANG 306 Language Development for Teachers 2, Spring 2020
Basic aims: general/teacherly language improvement + C1 exam preparation
1. Mock exam to check out individual structural/accuracy needs for self-study focus. Exam: Feb 10, f/b Feb 17.

2. Clarification/discussion/practice of selected structural/grammatical etc. issues emerging from #1, including out-of-class practice, checked in class.
3. Micro-teaching (planning/managing activity, using professional language, preparing for oral exam): Participants form “presenting pairs” (PP) to prepare and manage professional discussion sessions. 
Starting Feb 24 (schedule to be planned on Feb 17). NB this counts as the “term paper”.

· Preparation
1. Each PP chooses a controversial professional topic related to education in general or language-teaching in particular: this could be “national” (e.g. language planning policy), “social” (e.g. segregation vs. integration), “pedagogical” (e.g. streaming, setting, mixing), “theoretical” (e.g. learning vs. acquisition), or “methodological” (e.g. error correction or not), but must be an open, discussible issue without a single “right answer”. 
All PPs inform CR of chosen topic by Feb 17.
2. PP prepare a joint presentation (c.5 mins, max 10) on the issue, presenting conflicting arguments but NOT agreeing on “the answer”. Summary of both (all) sides reduced to ONE final projector slide. PP also prepare instructions for both stages of group discussions (see below). 
All prepared materials to be sent to CR by the Friday evening before the seminar.
· Delivery
1. At seminar, PP deliver short minute presentation, using projector and hamming up ad lib.,  but in any case finishing with summary slide on screen. No feedback or q&a at this stage. 
2. Then PP set up and run C1 exam-type two-stage discussion based on same issue for groups of 3 … typically this will include an “individual” stage (instructions on slide or slips of paper; e.g. accounts of personal experience of the issue) followed by a “discussion” stage (instructions given orally; e.g. listing/ranking important deciding factors). Altogether, discussion should last c.10, max 15 mins. PP & CR monitor groups and prepare to give feedback on performance.

3. Follow-up: At end of discussions, each group summarises conclusions in 1 minute, gets f/b from PP & CR.
